Weather

The South Australian climate is characterised 

by hot, dry summers and cool winters.            

This is the driest of any Australian state or 

territory, with just more than 80 per cent of 

South Australia receiving less than 250mm 

rain annually. The Adelaide metropolitan area 

receives about 575mm of rain annually.

From December to February, it is generally 

warm to hot throughout the state, but sea 

breezes frequently bring relief to coastal 

districts.  

The nights are relatively mild, when a fall 

of 10˚C to 20˚C from daytime temperatures 

is usual. During the day, temperatures can 

reach 40˚C and above. During March, the 

temperature begins to fall and continues to 

drop throughout April. In the coldest months 

of June, July and August, the day temperatures 

reach an average of 16˚C.
